ECITE 2002

The 17th European Contact Improvisation Teachers Exchange

8th july-16th July 2002

We would like to welcome you in Sweden for the Ecite which will take place about 40 km south of Stockholm in Ytterjärna's Cultural Centre. Continuing with the changes begun in Bern we want to create a lively atmosphere within a stable structure.

We have been looking at the teaching-exchange (co-teaching) and this time we want to built it around the content matter rather then around the different groups. This means that there will be 6/7 subjects each day to chose from and 6/7 teachers teaching 'their subject'. So if you have a subject you would like to teach all you know about…or want to something out on experienced students, let us know! It will be in your hands from warming-up to the finish! It would be good to already plan in some of the subjects beforehand.  We want to still be flexible to make it possible to continue an extra day with a subject or cater to on the spot inspiration.

The study-labs will all be of different length. Some for the whole length of the conference some 3 days long and also some of only one day. There will be opportunity for steady group commitment and for experiencing a multitude of people and subjects. Somewhere in the middle of the conference we will have a day outing.

Who is it for?

The Ecite '02 is intended for teachers of Contact-Improvisation or people who are deeply involved in CI and have an extensive background in the form.

When?

Monday 8th July is arrival day. The conference will start with dinner and finishes after lunch on Tuesday 16th July.

Where?

ECITE 2002 will take place in Ytterjärna, at the Cultural Centre and in some of the buildings of an antroposophic teacher-training school. Ytterjärna is a small community about 40 km south of Stockholm close to the sea. We will use the stage of the Cultural Centre and 5/6 spaces of the teacher-training college. 

Sleeping facilities.

You will stay in double rooms on site. There are a few rooms that are wheelchair accessible. There is a limited-primitive- space for camping on site.

Meals.

The food will be mainly vegetarian and ecological. Produce comes from the area around Ytterjärna. Meals are served at the restaurant of the theatre in a spacious light hall with doors opening to the terrace. If you have any special diet or of you only eat vegetarian food please write this down on your registration form.

Price.

The price for the conference is SEK 4000 (2800 for the camping option) and includes 8 nights of accommodation and all meals. 

Children.

Let us know if you need child-care, the costs will be shared by those using childcare. For the not so small children we will try to organise some 'dancy' activities.

Travel.

Flying to Stockholm is quickest. There are also busses and trains to Stockholm. By car there are several ferries you can take from Denmark, Germany, Finland, Estonia and England.
